The Shofar To The Nations For Rebuilding the Ancient Ruins...
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On Wednesday, August 20, Israel was brutally reminded that the enemy continues to target innocent victims in its desire to push the Jewish people out of their God given homeland. 

I take this unprecedented step in writing a few brief sentences about some of the 21 terrorist victims that lost their lives in the Jerusalem suicide bus bombing that shook our capital at 9:15 pm on August 20, 2003. Five of the victims were American citizens.
May their memories be a blessing to us all and may their sacrifice strengthen our resolve to settle the Land of Israel and bring hundreds, thousands and then millions of new immigrants to the Hills of Samara.           Eliezer Braun
Rabbi Eliezer Weisfish, 43, of Jerusalem. He spent his time studying Torah. He is survived by a wife and daughter, aged 9. Weisfish was not on the bus but was standing next to it. Shrapnel from the blast hit his neck and killed him. After the evacuation of the injured and the dead, Rabbi Weisfish's phylacteries were found at the bomb site.
Lilach Karadi, 22. Lilach was eight months pregnant when she was killed in the suicide bombing. She is survived by her husband Shmuel and one year old son. Until three years ago she lived in Netanya. When she met Shmuel Karadi, she moved to Jerusalem. In the late afternoon, Lilach ran some errands in City Hall and before going home decided to pray at the Western Wall. Her uncle said "She used to pray there a lot."
Yaacov Binder, 50. Yaacov left behind seven children and many grandchildren. Binder was not on the bus Tuesday night. He was coming out of a bar mitzva celebration when the bomb went off. 
Zippora Dushinsky, 50. Friends and acquaintances of Zippora and her husband, Mordechai, spoke of a benevolent couple always willing to volunteer and donate to the needy. "Zippora was an extraordinary woman," one of her friends said yesterday. "Over the past five years on the weekends, she would prepare meals for around 300 needy people and worked for hours cooking. She and her husband were always doing things to help others." Tuesday night's terror attack occured some 100 meters from the couple's apartment in the Beit Yisrael neighborhood of the capital.

Liba Schwartz is survived by her husband, a rabbinical court judge, five children and 11 grandchildren. Liba had gone to the Western Wall to recite psalms. "My mother was very tied to the Western Wall," her son, Eli, said yesterday. "Whenever she had a problem or request in her life, she would go the Wall. The fact that she died on her way back from the Wall makes me feel that she died at one with herself."

Hanoch Segal, 65, worked as a teacher at a school in Bnei Brak for 40 years and as a cantor. Like many others involved in the terror attack, Segal boarded the bus Tuesday night after evening prayers at the Western Wall. "He came to breathe the air of Jerusalem. He was crazy about the the pure air of the city," his son, Shmuel said yesterday. Segal was born in Jerusalem to Holocaust survivors. He was buried yesterday, on his 44th wedding anniversary. He is survived by five children, 20 grandchildren and two great-grandchildren.
Miriam Eisenstan, 20. Miriam left eight brothers and sisters and was "a paradigm and outstanding student," said one of her neighbors. She was known for spending Fridays visiting ailing children in the hospital, taking out those who could walk. As she did once a month, Miriam was in Jerusalem to pray at the Western Wall for the children she took care of as a volunteer. But she never returned home.
Benjamin Bergman, 15. The youngest child in a family of many children. He told his family he was going on an errand and apparently was on his way to the Shmuel Hanavi neighborhood when the bomb went off. His uncle, Meir Bergman, called him "a sweet lad, who excelled in every aspect." He was buried last night at Givat Shmuel cemetery.

Hava Rechnitzer, 19. Hava Rechnitzer was killed just three months before she was due to get married. She was in Jerusalem for the day and went to pray at the Western Wall before boarding the ill-fated bus. A neighbor said, "she was a gentle, modest and very special girl." Hava was buried yesterday at the Har Hamenuchot cemetery.
Avraham Bar Or, 12. In another six months, Avraham Bar Or was supposed to celebrate his bar mitzva. He was the second of seven children. He was on the bus with his parents, but while they sat in the back, he wanted to be in the middle and ended up next to the bomber and was killed instantly. His parents were lightly wounded and learned of his death while in the hospital.
Elisheva Meshulami,16. Elisheva's mother, who was sitting beside her on the bus, suffered severe head injuries and still does not know of her daughter's death. The two were returning from prayers at the Western Wall. "Elisheva was told there was no room at the front of the bus, so she sat in the back, near the door the suicide bomber entered," her uncle said. She had seven brothers and sisters.
Mordechai and Yisaschar Reinitz. The Reinitz family of Netanya, Mordechai, his
wife Chaya and their 11 children, were spending their vacation at Mordechai's family in Jerusalem when Mordechai and his 9-and-a-half-year-old son Yisaschar were killed in Tuesday night's terror attack. Mordechai had taken two of his children, Yisaschar and Mendel, 11, to pray at the Western Wall on Tuesday night when the bus they were traveling home in exploded. Mendel is still in a serious condition and his mother and siblings kept vigil at his Jerusalem hospital bed until he was moved to Netanya's Laniado Hospital just before his father and brother were laid to rest.
